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Longitudinal Aging Study Amsterdam: Form biomaterials from Longitudinal Aging Study Amsterdam (LASA)

Procedure loan of biomaterials 

· Step 1: Ask permission of LASA Steering Committee through “proposal for data analysis” form.
· Step 2: The Steering Committee asks advice from the Biobank Committee  through the Biobank Coordinator. The Biobank Committee sends its advice to the Steering Committee. 

· Step 3. The Steering Committee decides and informs the investigators. 

· Step 4: When permission is granted, the name, contact information, date and signature of the principal investigator and the laboratory technician in charge should be written on the Biobank Form and sent by E-mail to the Biobank Coordinator (Dr. NM van Schoor, nm.vanschoor@vumc.nl, 020-4448439). 
NB: When the material is older than 10 years, the LASA Biobank Committee advises to start with a pilot in 20 to 30 samples.
Conditions for the use of Biomaterials of the Longitudinal Aging Study Amsterdam
· The use of LASA Biomaterials involves a fee related to logistics and the long term storage of the samples. The fee is €  3 per sample for non-commercial entities and € 2 euro per sample for internal groups (including those posted elsewhere). These fees are excluding transport of samples and the actual measurements.
· Biomaterial will be delivered with Excel lists. 

· Number of the respondent, number of container and position number within the container figure on the Excel list. 

· The number of the respondent is the unique identification number of the LASA participants. 

· Samples have to be returned to the same position in the container after use.
· Samples should be stored at  -80 ° Centigrade. 

· When not possible, this should be discussed with the Biobank Coordinator of LASA. 

· It should be reported how many days the samples were stored at a different temperature, and at which temperature.

· Resting material should be returned to the LASA Biobank coordinator as soon as possible.
· Rough data should be mailed asap to the LASA Biobank coordinator.
· Preferably, documentation on the biomarker should be mailed (see also examples  on LASA website “themes”, biomaterial), as well as the data cleaning syntax and the cleaned file.
· At least one LASA author should be involved in each article.

· In each report the following acknowledgement should be mentioned:
